Fundraising Scholarships:  An Initiative
Part of the purpose for the 2006 SOHS Road Trip was to make connections and make certain that people are on the same page.  One of the best ways to do that is by face-to-face meetings.  In our busy lives, and with such a broad region, that’s a difficult feat to achieve.  Another major purpose of the Road Trip was to make key figures in the organization aware of a new SOHS undertaking:  Fundraising Scholarships.  

For each $250.00 of SOHS fundraising performed by student organizations, the student organization will receive one SOHS conference scholarship (meaning one full student member conference fee).  These scholarships will be awarded in the form of a certificate and the student organization responsible for the fundraising will bear responsibility for determination of who receives the scholarship at its local level.  Fundraising Scholarship organizations will be featured on the website and in the regional newsletter.  As SOHS receives confirmation of the actual recipients from the local organizations, those individuals will be acknowledged in both forums.  In addition, each of the participating agencies, and their local recipients, will be recognized during the awards segment of the following year’s conference.  When submitting funds for these scholarships, checks should be made payable to SOHS, mailed to SOHS c/o Susan Kinsella at 2 Sorrelwood Cross, Savannah GA 31411, and it is imperative that SOHS Fundraising Scholarship be noted either on the actual check or in an attached letter.  Each student organization is eligible for as many scholarships as it is able to support.  This initiative allows for support and recognition of students, support and recognition of the local organizations, and support of SOHS.
For each $500.00 of SOHS fundraising performed by human service agencies, the human service agency will receive one SOHS conference scholarship (meaning one full regular member conference fee).  These scholarships will be awarded in the form of a certificate and the human service agency responsible for the fundraising will bear responsibility for determination of who receives the scholarship at its local levels.  Fundraising Scholarship agencies will be featured on the website and in the regional newsletter.  As SOHS receives confirmation of the actual recipients from the local organizations, those individuals will be acknowledged in both forums.  In addition, each of the participating organizations, and their local recipients, will be recognized during the awards segment of the following year’s conference.  When submitting funds for these scholarships, checks should be made payable to SOHS, mailed to SOHS c/o Susan Kinsella at 2 Sorrelwood Cross, Savannah GA 31411, and it is imperative that SOHS Fundraising Scholarship be noted either on the actual check or in an attached letter.  Each human service agency is eligible for as many scholarships as it is able to support.  This initiative allows for support and recognition of human service professionals, support and recognition of the local human service agencies, and support of SOHS.

Only original SOHS Fundraising Scholarship certificates bearing the signature of the SOHS Treasurer will be accepted in lieu of conference payment.
