Harold McPheeters Scholarship
Description:  

This service-focused scholarship honors Dr. Harold McPheeters and his contributions to the human service profession.  Dr. McPheeters is considered by many to be the founder of human service education in the United States.  The applicant is expected to demonstrate successful work in human services where they have been acknowledged by others to be respectful of and dedicated to client as well as possessing interpersonal skills that are evident with colleagues in the workplace. Volunteer, part-time or full-time work will be considered.  

This scholarship is awarded each year to one currently enrolled student in an associate, baccalaureate OR master’s degree Human Services program.  One scholarship is awarded to one student each year.
Criteria:
· enrollment in a Human Services program at the associate, baccalaureate or master’s level
· a student member of NOHS (Please note that membership in a regional organization does not double as membership in NOHS.)

· demonstrated competence in human service coursework
· demonstrated successful work in human services, as a volunteer, part-time or full-time worker
· demonstrated respect for clients, dedication to clients, interpersonal skills and relationships with organization staff
· connection of human services knowledge and skills to personality and professional value set that reflects outstanding direct service. 
Application documents:

1. Transcript with an overall Grade Point Average of 2.8/4.0 and 3.0 or better in completed Human Services courses.  The transcript must be an official transcript sent directly from the Registrar’s Office at the student’s university.
2. Student’s resume (one or more pages).
3. Essay written by the student describing the student’s work in the field that meets the above criteria (minimum one and a half pages, double-spaced, 10 or 12 point font.
4. A minimum of one letter from a social service professional (not a faculty member) who has direct knowledge of the student’s paid or unpaid work AND a second letter from a faculty member who can support the candidates work in the classroom as applied to practice.
5. Supporting documents may be included if desired such as: service awards and recognitions, field supervisor evaluations, etc. 

6. Verification of current NOHS membership. 
Application deadline date:  For 2009 only:   September 1, 2009
Application submission materials:

All application materials should be submitted directly to the Chair of the Professional Development Committee.  There is no application form.  Please submit the following:

a) The student’s resume; and the student’s essay (see # 2 and #3 above) by the student to the Chair by email attachment at WARKL@ipfw.edu.
