The individual/organization will receive one SOHS conference scholarship (meaning one full student member conference fee).  These scholarships will be awarded in the form of a certificate and the individual/group responsible for the memberships will bear responsibility for determination of who receives the scholarship at its local level.  Membership Scholarship earners will be featured on the website and in the regional newsletter.  As SOHS receives confirmation of the actual recipients from the local organizations, those individuals will be acknowledged in both forums as well.  
For any combination of SOHS memberships totaling a minimum of $500.00, submitted on the attached Membership Scholarship Form, and attributed to one individual/organization, one Regular Membership Scholarship will be awarded to said individual/organization.   The individual/organization will receive one SOHS conference scholarship (meaning one full regular member conference fee).  These scholarships will be awarded in the form of a certificate and the individual/ organization responsible for the fundraising will bear responsibility for determination of who receives the scholarship at its local levels.  Membership Scholarship earners will be featured on the website and in the regional newsletter.  As SOHS receives confirmation of the actual recipients from the local organizations, those individuals will be acknowledged in both forums as well.  
In addition, each of the participating individuals/organizations, and their local recipients, will be recognized during the awards segment of the following year’s conference.
